This initiative will significantly
improve access to quality health services for the region's remote and rural populations,
who are currently underserved due to geographic isolation and an aging demographic
profile.
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Overall Project Objectives:

The primary objective is to ensure equitable access to healthcare by upgrading local

health facilities with modern telemedicine technology and providing the necessary

training to staff. This will improve the resilience of the health system against future public

health challenges and lead to better health outcomes for the local population.

Main Project Actions:

- Implementation of telemedicine platforms in local health centers.

- Procurement and installation of high-resolution examination cameras, vital signs
monitors, and other medical equipment.

- Training programs for healthcare professionals in telemedicine and emergency
medical response.

- Development of a network for continuous medical education and support between
central hospitals and rural health centers.

The EpirusMedEye project will include allocations for equipment, training, infrastructure

development, and other associated costs.
